President Dawn Patel welcomed the Board
members. Discussion centered on three
items:

1) Scheduling of 2010 MBA Championships
in Louisville, Kentucky, March 20-21
Good idea to lock in venue now, price
similar to Indiana University at Terre
Haute. Terre Haute venue harder to
schedule, not as user friendly as in the
past. Motion made and seconded to hold
2010 MBA Championships in Louisville,
Ayes-7, Nays-0. Motion passed.

2) MBA Junior Committee proposals
2010 Junior tournament, $3000
approximate cost
e Funding trials proposed
 No more plane tickets to Junior
Nationals

If Junior committee can find suitable venue
at lesser cost, tournament might be feasible.
Board preferred to maintain awarding of
plane tickets to Junior Nationals and continue
to select Outstanding Juniors. Funding
trials not feasible with small number of
junior players in the region.

3) Regional tournament
Since Chicago group has not come up with
suitable venue for regional tournament (to
replace Classic and become regional ranking
tournament), MBA will continue to seek
venue easy to reach for national players.
It will probably be 2010 before regional
tournament will become a reality.

Twelve boys participated in this event with two pools of 6 participants in each event. Quinn Hussey competed against Nicholas Hardi, Yau Hwa
Chan, Patrick Pelegri-O'Day, Brendan Lum, and Kevin Huang. Quinn defeated Patrick Pelegri-O’Day 21-15, 15-21, 21-19, and Kevin Huang (walk-
over). However, he lost to the other 3 opponents in closely fought battles as he failed to qualify out of the pool into the finals. Although Quinn
was not successful at winning this event, he was extremely competitive with all his matches as the solo representative from Illinois and the only
non-Californian from his pool.

The Junior International Trials (JIT) were conducted next after a day of rest to determine the junior athletes who would represent the United States
in the Pan American Junior Championships (July 2010) and the BWF World Junior Championships (April 2010) for Team and Individual events.

Quinn Hussey participated in all three events of Singles, Doubles (Cleon Yau, CA), and Mixed Doubles (Hensley Ellefritz, CA) with write-in part-
ners. In his singles pool of 5 for singles, Quinn once again won only one singles match out of his 4 other singles matches. One highlight to note
was that Quinn only lost to the eventual winner Charles Yang by scores of 21-8 and 23-21 with one game point in the second game. Quinn again
represented the Midwest Badminton Association as an extremely competitive and worthy opponent. In mixed doubles, Quinn and Hensley won
one match in their pool of 4 as a walk-over, but did not win either of their remaining two matches in the pool. In boy’s doubles, Quinn and Cleon
came out of their pool of 5 in 4th place which qualified them for the 5th — 8th place play-off matches. After losing their first match in the play-offs,
Quinn and Cleon were successful earning the 7th place finish in a hard fought three game match with scores of 21-16, 12-21, 21-17 against

Dominick Lim and Son Nguygen of California.

This experience was a positive opportunity for me to measure up the competition, grow as a badminton player, and as a sportsman. I thoroughly
enjoyed the competition, the competition venue (badminton only facility with 7 great courts), and the short opportunity to visit a few sites in San
Francisco (Golden Gate Bridge, Lombard Street, Exploratorium) on my day off. Iwould like to sincerely, thank the Midwest Badminton
Association for their generous support for me to represent the Midwest Region as the only Midwest player participating against 2 players from the
east coast and the remaining competitors representing northern or southern California. I am looking forward to my opportunity to continue my
badminton competitions here in the Midwest and for one final go at the Junior Nationals back in California next July. For a complete listing of the
results for this event, go to the following tournament software.com web site:
